I got reacquainted with him 4 years ago at a home Bible study that he came
to. At our first study this month, he said that he was very rebellious and listened to no one until the
day he came to that first Bible study 4 years ago.

We also had two Sundays where Muslims came to our church service and we were able to
explain the way of salvation with them. The kid's clubs too, continue to be a great joy as we see
kids grow in the Lord. Two of the boys have prayed to receive Jesus into their hearts. These are
all great sources of blessing.

The rest of our time in January was spent accompanying people in their great and difficult
personal circumstances. It is a very very very hard cruel mean world directed by an evil master
meant on the destruction of many souls.

Mrs. C came knowing what she had to
do. After I prayed she said, “On this day, in the
presence of this assembly of God, I renounce
my old way of life in the chains of darkness.

She kept saying that it was
awful, more horrible than one could ever imagine. She
said she had attained to a very high level in this particular
branch of occult, the Santeria.

She told us beforehand that she had a lot of items to
get rid of. When she came, she had both arms full of things *
and I thought, “Wow that is a lot!” However, she went back to her car 3 more times to brlng things
out: manuals of incantations, cd's with dances to perform to call on the spirits, statues, trinkets,
bracelets, rocks, amulets, items from tribes in Africa, etc. Some of our people were surprised at
what she was burning as they seemed like innocent gifts that one might bring back from a trip to a
foreign country. Afterwards she was so happy, so relieved and kept saying, “I just can't believe how
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powerful Jesus is!
