Last Friday, to finish off the summer season with fireworks, we held the
dedication service of our ministry center in Los Barrios. We are truly living in days
of awe!

Sunday Services at Agua Viva: With great joy we began holding Sunday
Morning services in our new meeting space at the beginning of June, once
we had purchased some chairs and made some small improvements to the
facility. Our services begin with a call to worship and Scripture reading,
followed by our praise time, which is sometimes bilingual, as some Sundays
we have more English speakers than Spanish speakers.




Other Sundays the music and Bible teaching are all in Spanish. After the
music time we let the children go to Sunday School, as we have a Sunday
school classroom in our commercial space. We have been pleasantly
surprised by the visits we have had here and there, even when we are fewer
than 10 people. Two different Spanish women from Los Barrios, have
expressed how happy they are to be receiving bi-weekly Bible teaching, on
Sundays and Thursdays. So we are very pleased with how this first summer
of holding Sunday services in a new meeting place has gone.

What we are still praying to see here is un-evangelized local people
coming in contact with the Gospel and trusting Christ. Your prayers and
support in this matter do matter very much.
