When I first heard about the need in Utah I was

shook. In Utah, there are many cities without a

single Gospel-preaching church. Around 140,000

Utahns live in these areas. Spanish Fork has a

population of about 45,000 people. And 93% of the

population of Spanish Fork claims to be part of the

LDS(Mormon) church. Less than 1% of the

population of Spanish Fork claims to be of an

evangelical faith. There are only 2 Gospel

preaching churches in the city and 4 different

communities in close proximity to Spanish Fork

which do not have a church at all. (About 22,000 in

population in those communities.) Spanish Fork is

also home to a large Krishna temple, which was

built to meet the demands of the growing Hindu

population in Utah county. Spanish Fork is also

growing at a huge rate! The city saw a 30%

increase from 2010-now.

I’m looking for prayer partners! People who are

committed to praying for the ministry in Utah. It

will be difficult and there will be many struggles so

having a core group of people who are committed

to praying for me and the Team there will be a

huge blessing. 

I’m also looking for monthly supporters! I will be

going with Tentmakers Bible Mission. I will be

working part-time and hopefully be supported the

other half.
